Trivia 

It is thought that hard cover books were the 
first raquets, and a stack of books along the 
middle of a table was the first net, with a 
champagne cork the first ball. 

The hard bat era began in the early 1900’s 
with the invention of the first version of the 
racket by fixing a sheet of pimpled, or 
stippled, rubber to the wooden blade. 

In the 1950s, paddles that used a rubber 
sheet combined with an underlying sponge 
layer changed the game, dramatically 
introducing greater spin and speed. 

In the 1970’s, using bicycle tires repair glue 
proved to be an important aspect of the 
game. It dramatically increased the paddle’s 
spin and speed. The use of which was initially 
credited to Tibor Klampar of Hungary and 
Dragutin Surbek of Yugoslavia, and it was 
called speed glue. 

The use of speed glue increased the spin and 
speed even further, resulting in changes to 
the equipment to “slow the game down”. 

With the improvement of modern equipment, 
today’s elite professional players can produce 
a forehand loop with between 100 - 150
